During Pendelton Roundup in 1914 Dorothy was judged World’s Champion Cowgirl Bronc Rider, a title she kept for life.  She was married to “Skeeter” Bill Robbins.


The Wild Bunch, a newsletter which was published by the Rodeo Hall of Fame, noted that she won the medal for World’s Champion All-around Cowgirl and the title of World’s Best Cowgirl Bronc Rider.  Medals were presented to her on what was known as “Movie Day” held during the New York Guy Weadick Rodeo held in 1917.  Previous to these honors she was elected Queen of the Panama Pacific International Exposition in San Francisco, CA and was presented with a gold watch.  It was also reported in this newsletter, that Dorothy was one of several performers who were injured at the Weadick contest.


Because of their nomadic life-styles, few cowgirls ever had the opportunity to become involved with any suffrage organizations, or even to know about them.  Dorothy, however, did in June of 1915, she addressed the Congressional Union for Women’s Suffrage Conference at San Francisco, and received a huge hand for he “typical western speech.”  Nothing else appeared in the press regarding her activities in the organization or the movement.  The only reason Morrell was home and able to make the speech was that she was injured.  She made her presentation just days after being released from the hospital, long before she could resume her rodeo career.
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
