Mildred Douglas was active in rodeo from 1916 to 1926.  She was one of the few ladies on the “Suicide Trail” born in the East.  She learned to ride and jump at Minnie Thompson’s indoor riding arena in Bridgeport, Connecticut.  When she left her formal schooling behind, Mildred began her career working in the Barnum and Bailey Circus.  She later branched out into the world of rodeo.  She won bronc contests in the Pendelton, Oregon and Cheyenne, Wyoming rodeos.


She, too, went to Hollywood in 1917 where she worked in several films including “The Stage Coach Race.”  It was here that she met and married Pat Chrisman, trainer of Tony; Tom Mix’s Wonder Horse.  Hollywood never made her happy so she returned to the Wild West Show and circus performances.  She once appeared with the “Aristocratic Goats” as well, as with a lion and some elephants.
