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I haven’t been able to locate much information on Mrs. Ed Wright.  Most women in rodeo of the time used stage names, however, Maggie and a few others insisted on using their husbands’ names. 

The original photograph used for this drawing was taken on July 28, 1917.  Unfortunately, Maggie was killed at Union Park, Denver, Colorado on August 4, 1917. She had just won the Cheyenne show and had gone to Denver to Overland Park to film some rodeo scenes.  Her horse toppled over backward, fracturing Wright’s skull on a fence.  She never regained consciousness.


I love her enthusiasm and her costume.  Note the hairnet.
